In this section, clearly mention your goals and objectives in you research work.

III. METHODOLOGY
In this section, clearly mention your methodology (including the procedures and techniques) proposed/attempted in your research work. 
Number equations consecutively. Equation numbers, within parentheses, are to position flush right, as in (1), using a right tab stop.

In the main text, this equation may be referred as “Equation (1)”.
IV. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
This section should present your experimental data to the reader, which relates to your most important findings. These data should be supported with interpretation of the data, with relevant discussions. The data may be presented in tables and more preferably in figures.
